ALL Steel Drum Band Members need to be setting up all drums and stands
quickly and quietly while the jazz band checks sound levels! Store empty cases
in hallway!

Percussion Ensemble members double check all equipment needed is present.

1* Period Percussion sound check begins

Steel Drum set up should be compact and on the right side of the stage against
the wall

3" period Percussion sound check begins

Move quickly between sound checks...MOVE FASTER!

Steel Band is in place, sound check begins

ALL students prepare stage for final concert performance!
All Percussion Equipment moved against RIGHT wall of stage and backstage
Jazz Band set on far LEFT should be organized neatly
